1.  day - the interval of light between two successive nights; the time between sunrise and sunset

2.  ray - a narrow beam of light.

3.  say - to utter or pronounce; speak

4.  may - the fifth month of the year, containing 31 days

5.  tray - a flat, shallow container or receptacle made of wood, metal, etc., usually with slightly raised edges, used for carrying, holding, or displaying articles of food, glass, china, etc.

6.  pay - to settle (a debt, obligation, etc.), as by transferring money or goods, or by doing something

7.  lay - to put or place in a horizontal position or position of rest; set down

8.  stay - to spend some time in a place, in a situation, with a person or group, etc.:

9.  sway - to move or swing to and fro, as something fixed at one end or resting on a support.

10.  clay - earth; mud.

11.  hay - grass, clover, alfalfa, etc., cut and dried for use as forage.

12.  spray - a fight, battle, or skirmish.

13.  play – exercise or activity for amusement.

14.  aye - yes

15.  gray – lacking cheer or brightness.
